[bookmark: _Hlk27742169]These reporting tours are intended for print, radio, or online journalists with 3-7 years of experience in reporting on topics strongly related to the tour’s objectives, as stated in the announcement cable.  Nominees should be from outlets or types of media that do not already have a strong presence within the U.S., and preference will generally be given to media from countries without such a presence. 

Applicants should have the ability to work independently within the United States with only limited assistance from FPC staff.  The nominee should not have any prior participation in FPC reporting tours or IVLP programs.  

The Embassy will also consider nominations from television journalists; however, due to logistical and space constraints, we will only consider television journalists who can shoot, report, and edit their own video carrying hand-held equipment (such as an iPad or handheld camera).  Media are not permitted to bring or hire additional staff during the tour.  

Please note this is not an exchange program, but rather a media reporting tour.  Journalists are required to travel to the U.S. on an “I” type journalist visa and file a minimum of six (6) stories stemming from their experience on the tour.  All engagements on the tour will be conducted in English with Russian interpretation, so Russian or English proficiency is required to understand the content of the briefings and public events.
