Study With US Program Objectives
· Increase academic English skills for program participants;
· Prepare students to successfully complete college applications;
· Prepare participants to take TOEFL and other relevant standardized university entrance exams;
· Build academic soft skills for successful study and learning in U.S. or regional institutions; and
· Familiarize participants with the culture and values of the Unites States as well as university campus life.
Course Description
Students will receive at least 200 hours of classroom instruction during a one year period.  Instruction will include the following topics: academic English writing, college essay writing, academic English reading comprehension, oral communication skills for academic settings, academic English listening comprehension, critical thinking and analysis, introduction to research and standards of plagiarism, academic soft skills, and standardized entrance examination preparation (TOEFL, GRE, GMAT, etc.). In addition to the classroom instruction, students will have access to supplemental college readiness resources through EducationUSA and from direct engagement with U.S. colleges and universities.

· Students must demonstrate at least a B2 level of English on the Common European Reference Framework (CERF) to quality for the program.  This will ensure that participants have sufficient foundational English to be ready for successful matriculation and study in the U.S. after completion of the Study With US program.
· Students must be on track to matriculate to a U.S. college or university by Fall of 2021.  
· Students should be able to self-fund all costs associated with their higher education in the U.S. or regional institutions
· Students must be citizens of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan
Provider Responsibilities and Benefits
Study With US program providers will collaborate with U.S. Embassy staff to administer the Study With US program and will adhere to the program’s requirements for recruitment, branding, assessment, and communication. Instructors familiar with the U.S. education system will deliver at least 200 hours of student-centered, pre-academic English instruction to no more than 20 participants per classroom. Through the administration of the Study With US program, providers will contribute to the professional and academic development of youth in their communities and will strengthen cultural ties between citizens of the South Central Asian Region and the United States.
